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A brief quarterly report of the Nutrition & Educational materials distribution
to the Asha Kiran literacy centers children by SAMIDA.
Under the aegis of Bible Tabernacle Church-USA

The SAMIDA under the aegis of Bible Tabernacle Church-USA has been making the best of
efforts and deploying strategies on vulnerable children nutrition in an effort to sharpen the
education system in vulnerable Tribal children intellectual and life skills worth and value
addition since the nutrition component has been utterly misled thereby the children are being
exposed to severe nutritional disorders. This report has been the quarterly one which has
provided the minute details.

Even the locally available good nutrients have been neglected and here where the SAMIDA is
making efforts to organize the local foods and millets demos to sensitize the local communities
on the importance of nutrition. In this context the SAMIDA under the auspices of Bible
Tabernacle Church USA has undertaken the task of rolled out the distribution of nutrition, food
items, Note books & pens, Masks & Sanitizers, Nutrition food like Ground nut foodies and good
day snakes to the literacy center children through the esteemed presence of local ZPTC Mr.
Gangaraju, the representative Mr. Ramana Padala SAMIDA Executive Secretary Mr.
Veerabhadrarao and Mandal Educational authorities along with the local PRI representatives on
date the third quarter at the village of Ananthagiri Village, Ananthagiri mandal after a brief
invocation of the agenda and preliminary programs and continuing missions covering the
covering 30 villages in 18 Grama Panchayaths in Ananthagiri Mandal Constituency.

Planning preparations

The program has been organized in association with the local schools, AWC, PRI and the
Mandal level functionaries the schools have entreated the organization to administer the program
planning to all the eligible vulnerable children and accordingly all the children eligible have been
provided with the welfare entitlements and prior to that the school has organized the lining and
queuing of the children and premises preparation and here the school administration has
organized the schedules of distribution times and prioritize seating and Physical distance is
sought to be maintained when eating outdoors considering the still persisting COVID 19 times.
The organizers have elaborated the significance of the Bible Tabernacle Churches priority in
providing the nutrition to the vulnerable Tribal segments and hence the request is sought to
properly utilize the supplies and hence the organization has mainstreamed the significance of the
utility pattern.

Prioritizing of the event

The SAMIDA has made the program opulent majesty and is engineered with the association of
the parents, community, PRI and Sachivalayam staff, teachers and other measurable
appreciators. The kits contained all the entitlements, nutrition pack, nutrients and other
knowledge substances and fabrics. During the program which is supported by all the sections and




elders have planned the school nutrition and Nutrition and education Kits comprising 5 items to
operate the system of managing the extent assign task and workstation, limit the number of staff
accessing storage areas and consider having multiple service points of facilitation accessing more
of the distribution accesses. Care is taken that all the bags selected are of good quality and will
last with students for a long time and the program has been a success.

The Chief Guest ZPTC Mr.Gangaraju

While elating the all proceedings the ZPTC has mentioned that the program with deep
involvement of the SAMIDA and schools have provided the support with an affirmed
visualization of caring and shielding the Tribal children from all class of dietetic possibilities and
to produce the reasonable sensitivity among the society to be more empathetic and proactive to
the nutritional needs to the children to provide the required nutritional support and ensure a
moderate support structure to the Tribal children and their overcome the limitation.

He mentioned that some of the students at all the targeted villages had been under severest of
nutritional assortments and have been not in the condition of manifesting the good house
practices and matters and have in a position not to have the proper cooking and the families are
so poor they cannot afford proper nutrition or clothes.

Rationale

The imbalance of the dietary structure has induced the double burden of nutritional deficiency
and nutrition, which have exacerbated the occurrence and development of chronic non-
communicable diseases among the tribal children, thus increasing the risk of multi-morbidity and
causing a great burden on them and society. A total of tribal have poor nutritional status, the
highest incidence of nutrition risk among the children in the community is alarming. The highest
incidence of nutrition risk among the children and the nutritional risk of hospitalized children is
high. Compared with the youth and middle aged, the functional health of the children have
different degrees of decline, such as decreased resistance, digestion ability, insufficient enzyme
secretion and health disasters.

At this juncture the work of civil society organizations has increased multi-fold especially during
the troubled times of COVID 19 and hence the program visibility and value addition have been
the significance of the present program.

Consideration of SAMIDA Executive Secretary Mr. D.Veerabhadrarao

He has mentioned that the area elder were requested to provide the guidelines to provide the
needed support structures and all the children attended and those were given free books,
stationary, fruits and nutrition support. The other children have been coordinated at each village
wise in Ananthagiri mandal with the support of the adviser associations and the consented
foodstuff and entitlements to the families are organized in support of the children and as part of
the regular monthly supplies. In order to improve the lives of these students and enhance the
nutritional quality the SAMIDA in support of BTC — USA has a platform to transform the
children into the transitional towards the nutrition melody and make them the custodians for
future generations.

Collaboration

Mandal Educational Officer Shri Deesari Gangaraju, ZPTC, Sarpanchs of the Villages
Ananthagiri and other PRI has offered to cook and serve meals for the villagers visiting the camp
on dates November, month. The distribution camp has been inaugurated by the Sarpanch and the
local School teachers and SMC members. In association with the local PRI and the MEO this
nutrition distribution camp was organized for the tribal children and is hosted at targeted villages
and the distribution is performed for 1200 children of our Asha Kiran children and community
people from other villages.

The end note of the program

The SAMIDA and Bible Tabernacle Church USA representative and Project Director Mr.
D.Veerabhadra Rao has applauded and mentioned that the program is made successful with the
help of the local community and PRI, the NGO has generated awareness on Nutritional
requirements and on NRC and are taught the schools and AWC on how to make the nutritious
food using the local ingredients and the local SAMIDA teams have performed the nutrition
preparation. He has explained the importance of maintaining the nutrition in the homes and in the
Anganwadis and asked to plan for an exhibition on the Nutrition in the coming weeks so that an
ambiance of collective effort could be generated among local community
