BRIEF REPORT ON TOTAL SANITATION CAMPAIGN

Introduction: Total sanitation campaign is a comprehensive program to ensure sanitation
facilities in rural areas with broader goal to eradicate the practice of open defecation.
Open defecation is the major problem, which causes for spread of diarrihea. To curb this
problem Government of India launched the TSC (Total Sanitation Campaign) covering all
the villages of India.

In the campaign part in Visakhapatnam district of Andhra Pradesh too has initiated by RWS
department with the support of NGOs and commenced the work of awareness on
sanitation issues. In that part SAMIDA has taken 7 panchayats to cover the total sanitation
campaign

Objectives of the program:
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To bring improvement in Quality of life in rural areas.
Accelerate sanitation coverage.

Educate villagers about the importance of cleanliness.

To reduce water and sanitation related diseases.

To demonstrate that their lives can be changed.

To cover all schools & Anganwadis with sanitation facilities.
Make common lands of villages free from human defecation.
To promote hygienic behavior in the rural population.

To improve the conditions of women and children.
Generate demand of ODF through awareness and education.

To save environment and to make it sustainable.

Strategies to be adopted to make success of the program:

Door to door publicity by the block level workers, SHG’s, motivators, members of
NGOQ’s, social workers etc.

Distribution of booklets, leaflets, calendars etc. on TSC among the beneficiaries
and display of posters, vanners, signboards on the prominent places.

Organizing of competitions on various aspects like song, debate, sit and draw,
drama etc. on TSC among the school students.

Organizing of street drama, street songs etc.

Arranging active participation of leaders.




Last month it was focused only on awareness component and action component was less
and in this month action component also involved. After getting awareness among the
people the NGO planned to remove the waste garbage and other materials on the streets
to make it clean by the community and did the same in the 7 villages which gets
motivation to the people. It was also inculcate in the minds of the people to reduce the
pollution and other waste to increase the health status of all the family members. Now
the people are willing to change their practices and prepared to ISl construction too. It
was also given the orientation to the public that not only construction but usage also very
essential after ISL construction as many of the cases were failure in the previous stage due
to lack of awareness and hence the organisation focused more attention towards this issue
too. It was also bring the notice to the officials that to take up the action of the drainage

facility or get repair the existing draining system to mainstream.

Since the organisation is taking the role of constituency wise lead NGO collected the
information and had meeting with all NGOs. It was reviewed and taken the progress with
NGO heads and their staff. It was addressed to all the members to make involve in this
program and aware the people to make use of the toilets after construction for
accomplishment of the project. It was also need to conduct more training or information
sessions with community since all of our NGOs are working with in their operational area
and hence give training to the staff members on adverse affects of the non usage of the

toilets to get better impact of the program.
